
MOUNTAIN SHADOWS HOA
BOARD MEETING MINUTES
FEBRUARY 1, 2014

CALL TO ORDER:  The meeting was called to order at 9:02 A.M. at the Management Office of Mountain Shadows at 2000 Golf Club Drive, Palm Springs, CA 92264 
  
IN ATTENDANCE: Wanda Elmore, Bill Oakland, Stone Fetterly, John Glatz, Dick Ressler,  Ed Maiuro, Bob Stolhand, and Celia Hart (by phone). JoAnn Williams, Office Manager and William Borquist, Maintenance Supervisor were also in attendance along with  Kinga and Jack Marcinkowski,  Helen Dobremsly, and Ken Mardian.  Mrs. Pina and Anna Nevenic were in attendance only part of the meeting.


APPROVAL OF MINUTES:  The minutes of the December 7, 2013 Board Meeting were approved as presented.

COMMITTEE REPORTS: 

Financials:  Treasurer, Stone Fetterly, reported on the financials dated December 31, 2013.  The Association is doing well, with ups and downs.  Month end was in the red $5,600.00 due to termite work and attorney fees, but the year-to-date will balance out in the months to come.  Board members are requested to bring budgets for their line items to the next board meeting.

Landscape:   Committee Chairperson Kinga Marcinkowski reported that the communication between the Landscape Committee and Genuine Landscape owner Andres Garcia is lacking.  A letter will be drafted by Judy Eaton addressing outstanding issues.  His contract update requesting a raise has not been approved, but will be addressed when the issues are resolved.  

Security:  Dick Ressler reported that the ping pong table was stolen, but not much else has been an issue.  He will call Gary at Desert Protection to see about switching guards.  William reported that one camera is not working and will get it fixed.  The front gate camera DVD was replaced and is now in working condition.  Dick asked William to check the camera files weekly.

Insurance:  Wanda read a letter written by Celia Hart.  The master insurance policies will be collected by our Farmers Agent Mr. Cohen and then sent to the HOA office.  Celia has set up a property walk with Mr. Cohen in April and Mr. Cohen will attend the June Board Meeting.

Pools:  John Glatz reported that the heater for Pool 3 has not been repaired yet, but the parts are ordered.  The Association will not be installing any more umbrellas due to wind damage.  Pool 5 lights need to be adjusted.  Pool 4 has too many different types of furniture.  Future purchases will help clean up the furniture problem.

Buildings and Architecture:  Ed Maiuro walked the property and noticed various dish antennas that were either not approved or in the wrong place.  Letters will be sent from the office.  Ed also would like proposals from painting contractors regarding the exterior painting of the buildings.  The office will send out RFP’s to at least three painting contractors.  Regarding dumpsters being filled up with construction material, we will work with owners and discourage outside contractors.  We will find a firm that will pick up excess furniture and large items that are left in the dumpster areas.  

Streets:  Bob Stolhand received 5 bids for the slurry seal of the streets.  All contractors recommended the replacement of the streets as they are very old and need more than a slurry seal.  This year we will be slurry sealing only with a 2 coat process, but will revisit replacement in the future.  Bob and Dick Ressler will study the bids and pick a contractor to have the work done in May of this year.  A notice will be sent out at least 45 days prior to the work so that all vehicles can be moved.  The work will be done in 2 phases, so vehicles can be parked within the complex.




OLD BUSINESS:

A. Shade Cabana and Solar:  Stone Fetterly presented a brochure for a vinyl patio cover inside the main pool area from Home Depot.  He will be getting more information for the next board meeting.  Wanda Elmore continues to gather information regarding solar and will present this at the next board meeting also.
B. Barking Dogs:  Numerous complaints have been received regarding dogs barking when their owners are not home.  Letters will be sent to the owners of the unit to try to solve this problem.  Also, regarding dogs running loose, owners have been contacted to stop this and a new boy has offered his paid services to walk dogs.


NEW BUSINESS:

Popular Community Bank Form: Stone Fetterly was given the form regarding a dormant CD account and will handle the rollover.
Landscape Proposals:  Two proposals were received from Genuine for the rose garden upgrade and Desertscape at the 6110 Montecito building.  These proposals will be put on hold until communication with Genuine regarding overdue projects has been resolved.
Ping Pong Table:     Since the last ping pong table was stolen, the Board approved the purchase of a new table, as long as it is secured as soon as it arrives on site.   Motion made, seconded and approved.    
Construction Workers Dumping Trash in Dumpsters:  This item was discussed at length.  William will continue to monitor and will contact a commercial junk pick-up company for large items.
Time Warner Bulk Cable/Internet:  Time Warner was contacted by Wanda regarding the cost of bulk cable and bulk internet.  Dues would increase by $50.00 for the two.  No motions were made.   Jack Marcinkowski will do some additional research regarding bulk wi-fi.
Interior Pipe Responsibility:  The Board will discuss this responsibility in full with the Association’s Insurance Agent when he comes out in April.
Slurry Seal Estimates:  Estimates were received and will be studied by Bob Stolhand and Dick Ressler.
HOMEOWNER FORUM:  Anna Nevenic is concerned about water conservation.  Desert Water to be contacted to perform a water survey.
